They both stress sustainment and growth of the industrial base locally and nationally; growing Hawaii’s economy contributes to strengthening  economic development within the entire nation. 


Area of Responsibility
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Slide 4 – Area of Responsibility 

Honolulu District’s area of operations is enormous - crossing 5 time zones, the international dateline and approximately 12 million square miles of the Pacific Ocean.

The District Headquarters Office and two area Offices are located on the island of Oahu. Outside of Oahu we have an Area Office in Kwajalein Atoll in Republic of the Marshall Islands, a field office located on the Big Island of Hawaii, and a regulatory office in Guam.  In addition, we are doing or have done construction projects in American Samoa, Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands, Federated States of Micronesia, and Palau. 

Currently our main work areas are Oahu, the Big Island, and Kwajalein, but we do have activities throughout all the Hawaiian Islands and Pacific Territories. 

Our Division Headquarters is co-located with us in Oahu with other Pacific Ocean Division Districts in Alaska, Japan, and Korea.

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District Organization Slide – (ORG Chart)

Honolulu District is organizationally unique in that :
The Regional Engineering Center supports the POD Region with design, technical review & A-E contracting support. This capability is of vital importance to our customers.
We interact with U.S. territorial and numerous independent island governments in our AOR in addition to state and local authorities and numerous US and international agencies. 
Our work in the islands territories and countries is especially important  since the harbors and shore protection projects directly impact commerce and how the residents live their lives.
Hawaii is one of the most highly regulated states in the U.S. and has unique environmental, cultural and political issues which present challenges in all of our Military, Civil Works, IIS, Regulatory programs.
Hawaii also has land issues with the state Dept. of Land and Natural Resources and Land Court which slow down Real Estate actions compared to the Mainland.
Due to our remote location and vast extent of our Area of Responsibility, we have unique challenges in terms of construction in the pacific.

HOWEVER, WE ARE ACTIVELY WORKING ON THE STUDIES AND OTHER PRE-DESIGN AND DESIGN WORK. Three MILCON projects are part of HDR-H and  are currently under design:
FY21 MDA Homeland Defense Radar – Hawaii, Mission Control Facility –possible FY 23 construction award
FY21 MDA HDR-H In-Flight Interceptor Communications System (IFICS) Data Terminal –possible FY 25 construction awrd
FY22 MDA HDR-H Power Plant – possible FY 25 construction award

As we are the design and construction agent here in Hawaii and across the Pacific, Military programs are important to us, with our biggest customer being US Army Hawaii. Despite the pandemic, our military programs execution actually saw an uptick from $331M to $392M in FY20, and across our portfolio, we had an overall project execution of about $440M last year, coming in at just under a quarter of the entire defense industry contribution to the benefit of the Hawaiian economy. In FY21, we are on target to execute a little over $500M in projects across all programs to include Civil Works. In out years including FY22 and beyond, we expect to see our execution dip a bit but we typically see an uptick as we get more fidelity on upcoming MILCON. Our workload is much more dependent on our reimbursable support to our stakeholders like SRM/OMA. HIRI was $100M/year forecast but now there is some uncertainty as we rely on the FIP (facility investment plan) which can change. But really, when any work comes to the Corps of Engineers, the economy benefits as small business is also important to us.  For example: we are in the middle of holding a 5-part series of Small Business workshops that began in March.  These workshops will hit several objectives: lowering the barrier to doing work with the federal government; facilitating networking of small and big businesses; and making them aware of near term and future solicitations and I’ll provide the contact info for our small business Program Manager at the end of this briefing. 

With this uncertainty and reliance on SRM and reimbursable support, particularly to US Army Hawaii and Kwajalein, we must continue to deliver quality projects and service that meet our stakeholder’s expectations to ensure we have their trust for repeat “earned” work. 

Civil Works projects that are routinely funded are dredging of the commercial and small boat harbors in Hawaii and the territories. Other Civil Works project consist of planning or technical studies. We rely heavily on the congressional delegations for funding the Civil Works and other programs.  Frequent State of Hawaii customers are the Departments of Transportation, Land and Natural Resources and Agriculture. The City and County of Honolulu is another important customer.

There were no COVID impacts to USACE funding. In fact, POH gained additional work from FEMA for alternate care facilities. Conducted assessments of potential locations in State of Hawaii and Guam (with NAVFAC Marianas support) and technical support (virtual) to American Samoa on designs of COVID safe rooms. Alternate care facility construction only at Guam Memorial Hospital on retrofitting rooms for COVID patients and improving electrical systems.

Our policy based on the Federal Acquisition Register (FAR) is to grant time extension modifications only, not compensation, for delays caused by COVID. The Republic of the Marshall Islands instituted a complete travel ban early on in the pandemic. This has been relaxed, requiring up to 5 weeks of quarantine (2 weeks in Honolulu and 3 weeks on Kwajalein). Although there has been some reduction in the quarantine requirement to 4 weeks, It is expected these restriction will remain in place until October 2021. Due to limitations on the number of quarantine rooms on island, only limited number of people were allowed on the incoming flights. This really impacted the number of USACE and contractor personal that could be brought on island each month. The travel restrictions and quarantine requirements have impacted the Kwajalein program by reduced production rates, reduced crew size and limited key personnel on site compounded by a shortage in material availability and supply. 

FUDS projects on Guam, Saipan, and American Samoa impacted by travel bans or restrictions. American Samoa relaxing ban now. Restrictions on Guam and Saipan are now being relaxed with less days required in quarantine.

Some of the impacts we did see were to our workforce, much like several of you and even us here today… we typically use tools like WEBEX and MS teams to conduct daily business rather than Zoom. USACE as an enterprise, expanded VPN network almost immediately and early in pandemic, our District was one of the first to create and implement a return to office plan. We already had Ad Hoc telework agreements in place with workforce as part of emergency preparedness and a Telework policy was revised to allow more regular, and recurring telework, up to 4 days a week. With more people requesting telework, we are rethinking our office space needs and layouts.
